Kimôs Korner 

 

Dear Southshore Falls Residents:  

 

It has been brought to my attention that people have been feeding the ducks and fish at 

the gazebo. We ask that bread or other food not be thrown into any lake or canal in the 

community. Many people feed wildlife because they feel it allows them to have closer  

contact with the animals or because they believe they are helping the animals survive. 

However, providing wild animals with human-supplied food nearly always leads to problems 

for both the animals and the humans. Indeed,  a Florida law states that it is illegal to work 

with, keep, raise, help, or have possession of wildlife. Do not feed the wild animals! If you 

would like more information on this matter, visit www.myfwc.com.  

 

I also continue to receive complaints regarding issues with dogs being loose or owners not 

picking up after their pets. Keep your animal on its leash at all times when outdoors. 

Please remember that our deed restrictions, that ―dogs must be kept on a leash or  

otherwise confined . . . whenever outside the dwelling‖ and that ―the person walking the 

dog shall clean up after it.‖ Furthermore, Hillsborough County law requires that dogs be 

restrained at all times when outdoors and that all animal waste be immediately removed 

by the person who has custody or control of the animal. The fine for an unleashed animal 

reported to the county is well over $100.  

 

There is a brand-new Apollo Beach Dog Park open at 664 Golf and Sea Boulevard. Your pet 

can run free there, and it is conveniently located to Southshore Falls. 

 

Please remember to call the guard house at (813) 641-8742 to notify the guard on duty of 

any guests or deliveries expected. If you have any questions or concerns about the proce-

dures at the gatehouse, please let me know. 

 

We appreciate your attention to these important matters for we strive to maintain  

Southshore Falls as a beautiful community.
