The Taco Extravaganza brought 

the music of Mexico and food 

from the region to Southshore 

Falls. Mariachi goes beyond the 

music; it is the sum of a cultural 

revolution expressed through a group of musicians, dressed in popular clothing (most recently charro suits) which encompasses the 

essence of Mexico and the people. It is something cultural, spiritual and traditional that is unique and an experience not to be 

missed.  
 

The word mariachi refers to the musicians now commonly seen in restaurants or strolling the streets, dressed in silver studded 

charro outfits with wide brimmed hats playing a variety of instruments which include violins, guitars, basses, vihuelas (a 5 string 

guitar) and trumpets. Their songs speak about machismo, love, betrayal, death, politics, revolutionary heroes and even animals (one 

particularly famous song is "La Cucaracha").  
 

Mariachi originated in the southern part of the state of Jalisco sometime in the 19th century. No one knows where the name  

originated, but it is one which is associated with a great deal of prestige in Mexico, and around the world. 

Beginning in 2002, family members who lost loved ones in the 

September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks gained support. These groups 

began to seek a forward-looking tribute to honor the sacrifice of 

those who were lost and to pay tribute to those who rose to serve in 

response to the tragedy.  

By encouraging Americans to participate in service and remem-

brance activities on the 9-11 anniversary, family members wanted 

to provide a productive and respectful way to honor those who 

perished. They also wanted to rekindle the spirit of unity and com-

passion that swept our nation after 9-11, to help meet the chal-

lenges we face today. 

At Southshore Falls, two films were shown to commemorate that 

historic day and shed light on the events that have helped to shape 

our nation. Prior to viewing the films, eleven candles were lit to 

remember and commemorate this day of tragedy.

1 pkg. frozen cloverleaf roll dough (about 25-28 rolls) 

1 pkg. (4 serving size) vanilla pudding (not instant) 

½ cup brown sugar 

½ cup chopped pecans 

1 stick butter melted 

 

Separate frozen roll dough 

and put into a well-buttered 

(or Crisco) bunt pan.  (Do 

not use an angel food cake 

pan; butter leaks out.) 

 

Combine dry pudding mix with brown sugar and pecans. 

Melt stick of butter and pour over the frozen roll dough.  

Sprinkle pudding, brown sugar & pecan mixture evenly over 

frozen roll dough. 

 

Leave cake pan out overnight; the dough will rise beautifully 

by morning.  Bake at 350 degrees for 30 minutes.  Invert on 

serving plate to serve. Sticky, but good! (I put the bunt pan 

over a cookie sheet on the counter overnight because the 

dough rises over the pan and the pecans, pudding and sugar 

will drop onto the counter. When it is ready to put pan in the 

oven, I push the top dough down into the pan so it is level 

with the top of the bunt pan.)

    OVERNIGHT COFFEE CAKE 
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 At first glance, an enclosed baseball field in the middle of the Sunshine State would seem to be an improper 

way to honor the national pastime of baseball. However, the stadium experience is much more than the playing 

surface and the difference between ceiling and sky.  
 

There is something special about a trip to watch the New York Yankees play the Tampa Bay Rays at  

Tropicana Field. The sights, the sounds, and even the smells are unlike anything ever experienced. After 12 

innings of play, the Rays conquered the Yankees with a homerun. This gave the Rays a playoff spot in the 

postseason. With the food, the sights and the sounds of the excited crowd, it was a memorable event for the 

fans from Southshore Falls. 
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October 25, 2011, will mark the 90th anniversary of the Tampa Bay Hurricane of 1921 and it will have 

been 90 years since Tampa Bay has experienced the landfall of a major hurricane; although Hurricane 

Easy (1950) made landfall in Homosassa with winds of 125 mph in Cedar Key. 

 

The Tampa Bay Hurricane was the third hurricane, second major hurricane, and final storm of an  

inactive 1921 Atlantic hurricane season. The storm took a typical path for an October Atlantic  

hurricane, forming in the Caribbean, brushing past Cuba, strengthening in the warm waters of the Gulf 

of Mexico before making the turn northeast toward the west coast of Florida. 

 

The devastating category three hurricane made landfall in Tarpon Springs packing winds of 120 miles 

an hour. As it moved inland, its counter-clockwise winds pushed a 10- to 12-foot wall of water into Tampa Bay, keeping most of the 

city of Tampa under water. A total of ten people were killed in the hurricane but only three were recovered. 

There were an estimated 160,000 people living in the region in 1921. Today there are more than 3.5 million. 

 

The hurricane was also the most destructive storm of the season, causing around $10 million (1921 USD, $92 million (2005 USD) in 

damage statewide. Today, it is estimated the losses would reach $30 billion in Tampa Bay alone. 

On the morning of the event, a small column on the front page of the Tampa Times was dedicated to warning the public of the im-

pending disaster. The final statement given by Meteorologist W. J. Bennett at 11:30 on October 24, 1921 was that, ñwe are appar-

ently in the apparent path of the storm, but in the past in practically identical circumstances, similar storms have always veered either 

to the north or the south of us, and probably this one will do likewise.ò It did not. According to all the experts, the region is not 

ñprotectedò from hurricanes.

11 years, and Davis is still paying back his famous sister. Though he competed in college at South Connecticut State University in 

New Haven, Davis never made the Olympic team, the Holy Grail of gymnasts. But heôs done the next best thingðtraining        

Olympians and inspiring thousands more to excel in gymnastics. 

Flip Flops & Fitness is located just five minutes from their Del Webb Southshore Falls home, one of the many advantages of the 

active adult neighborhood. ñWe love our neighbors, Iôd have to say thatôs the biggest appeal at Del Webb Southshore Falls,ò Davis 

said. 

At FlipFlops & Fitness, the Davises offer children from preschool to teens training in gymnastics and tumbling geared for           

competition and cheerleading. He conducts 21 classes a week with 4-8 children in each class. 

Davis, who earned his degree in Health and Physical Education from SCSU and then a Masterôs Degree from Ohio University at the 

age of 21, taught and coached at Miami-Dade Community College North Campus for 33 years before retiring as Professor Emeritus 

in 1999. 

While teaching in Miami, Davis opened Gymiami, a private gymnastics school, where he trained Olympian Kurt Thomas and      

national team member Cathy Shotwell. He took a one-year leave from Miami-Dade to pursue another passion as the managing editor 

for International Gymnastics magazine further wetting his appetite for gymnastics journalism. He currently serves on the Board of 

Directors of the World Acrobatics Society and is an internationally recognized authority on gymnastics. 

The Davises were drawn to Del Webb Southshore Falls by the upscale features and barrel tile roofs and the fact that all homes are 

built to meet or exceed the tough Miami-Dade code.
